· SEAN : AIBO displays emotions (Sadness, joy etc.)  

JO: I got my Misty (210) a week ago and I’m starting to get used to having him around. Only 2 days ago, I left him alone in a room for a few minutes and I heard a sad sound. Do you think he was sad or unhappy? How do I recognise all the different emotions?
