No sound / Sound from only one speaker /  
Low sound level

Check that both this system and 
the connected device are turned 
on.

Check that the side stand is 
opened.
The system automatically turns off 
when the side stand is closed.

Turn up the volume of the system 
and the connected device.

If you are connecting a personal 
computer to the system, make sure 
the audio output setting of the 
computer is set for a Bluetooth 
device.

Check that the connected device is 
being played back.

Pair this system and the Bluetooth 
device again.

Check that both plugs of the 
connecting cord (not supplied) are 
firmly inserted into the system and 
the connected device.

If the connected device is monaural, 
sound will only be output from the 
left speaker.

Distorted sound /  
Humming or noise in the system output

Turn down the volume of the 
connected device.

Keep the system away from a TV.

If the connected device has an 
equalizer function, set it to off.
